Online Shop Investigation

This investigation could be used with most Key Stage 2 pupils although it is probably most effectively used with Year 5/6 students.

Using spreadsheet software and online material, this activity will improve the pupil’s ability to collect and analyse “real” data.
Activity 1 (Lower Level)
Encourage pupils to search the Argos site (www.argos.co.uk) to locate presents for five friends.  Challenge pupils to spend as close to £1500 as possible.  Use a spreadsheet to enter the details, modelling the results to arrive at a refined total.
Activity 2 (Higher Level)
Similar to above although using the Comet site (www.comet.co.uk).  In this activity, challenge pupils to achieve the lowest cumulative total when purchasing the following items:  a dishwasher, a washing machine, a 32” television, a laptop, a fridge and a vacuum cleaner.  Instruct pupils that they cannot buy the cheapest item in each section and individual brands can only be purchased once.
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
