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Briefing Note: Tesco ‘Computers for Schools’ Scheme : Redemption of Vouchers
With the window for issue of Tesco ‘Computers for Schools’ vouchers having now closed, many schools will be looking to exchange their vouchers for items contained within the published catalogue.

This briefing note is to remind schools of SLTS’ position with regard to the scheme.

Whilst SLTS acknowledges the availability of hardware (PC and laptops) through the scheme, we do not recommend you acquire this equipment, but instead use your vouchers to obtain associated peripherals (digital cameras, scanners etc.) and curriculum software.  Please be aware though, both SLTS and the ICT Curriculum Team (Education Effectiveness) will only support software that is already listed in the Definitive Software Library.
However, should schools progress with acquiring hardware, it is important you are aware of the current minimum specification for a new PC to be accepted for installation and support by SLTS – this is comparable with the ‘entry level’ PC specification that SLTS procures on behalf of schools (see http://www.learn-ict.org.uk/slts/technical.asp, PC Specification)

In consideration of this, schools should note that the specification of certain PCs supplied through the scheme do not meet that minimum specification, i.e. they are below the minimum specification and as such will NOT be supported by SLTS.
Please see below for PCs that are available in the catalogue, but fail to meet the minimum requirements :

· RM One

· RM Window Box (all types)
· RM PC

· Apple iMac (this platform is not supported by SLTS, regardless of 

                    specification)
· Notate Tablet

PCs that meet or exceed the minimum specifications are below :

· RM One Digital Video Editing

· RM PC Plus

· All available laptops

Please note that although these PCs meet or exceed the minimum specification, in order for them to be supported by SLTS an additional two year warranty MUST also be taken out directly with the supplier (at additional cost).
